Re:  Young IFA Network  (YIN)

Over the last few years IFA has considered various initiatives to make itself more attractive to young members.  So far, this has produced only incidental and ad hoc activities, and IFA’s Executive Committee considers it desirable to give this objective more focus and structure. At the core of the envisaged structure the Executive Committee agreed to establish a new body within IFA, i.e. YIN. YIN would comprise all young (see footnote below) members of IFA world-wide. 

An advisory committee (hereinafter called “the YIN Committee”) has been established by the Executive Committee.  This YIN Committee will develop and monitor programmes and activities to make IFA more attractive to young people.  Its Chair, Mr. Itzik Amiel, will be responsible for communicating with IFA and reporting regularly to the Executive Committee.  Initially, the members of the YIN Committee and its Chair are appointed by IFA’s Secretary General; within two years, a more democratic election procedure will be formulated and installed.

To achieve the above, the YIN Committee will:

· facilitate the communication with and between young  members;

· initiate or support activities and programmes that are aimed primarily at young members;

identify opportunities as well as negative factors in IFA in respect of increased participation by young members.


In the coming weeks, the YIN Committee will start working, mainly in connection with the 2006 Congress in Amsterdam. As soon as all members have accepted this assignment, we will send you the composition of this YIN Committee.

We are asking your cooperation in submitting to us the names and email addresses of your Branch members who qualify to participate in the YIN programme so that we may communicate with them directly (of course you will receive copies of those letters).  In addition, you are welcome to suggest one enthusiastic young IFA member who has the responsibility of communicating on behalf of your Branch with the YIN Committee.

We trust that you will help to support this unique initiative of YIN in your country and promote the participation of more young members in IFA’s activities.
